The people are exclaiming 

their gratitude for Jesus and his arrival as answering their prayers.  

Gratitude is especially pertinent this week as we celebrate Holy Week and the coming Easter 

Sunday. There is much to be grateful for despite our current personal and social challenges — 

warmer weather, vaccinations, time with family, and, hopefully, a return to some normalcy that 

left us more than a year ago. It's a week to be grateful for what Jesus did for us this week many 

years ago and for what God is doing today.
