The Confessions by St. Augustine of Hippo
Taught by John MacCarthy

St. Augustine (354-430 CE) is viewed as one of the most important of the
early “Church Fathers.” He is often credited with providing the initial
philosophical basis for Christian theology, and his writings have had a major
impact on the development of Western philosophy, Western Christianity,
and developmental psychology. He is also considered one of the
theological fathers of the Protestant Reformation and is credited with our
understanding of doctrines of grace, predestination, and original sin.

St. Augustine’s Confessions is generally considered one of his most
important (and accessible) works. It is the story of his journey from “sinful
youth”to his adult conversion to Christianity (thanks to his mother’s constant
“help”). | personally find it to be one of the most hilariously funny works by
a serious philosopher/theologian that | have had the pleasure to read
(and | hope that by the end of the class, you will share this opinion as

well). The course will begin with a brief overview of the life and
significance of St. Augustine and some of the relevant heresies of the

time and then proceed to an in-depth study of Confessions.
